From September
2021to Septem-
ber 2022, LATI
Issued emergency
vouchers for |19
adults and 7 children covering 162 nights
paid for by CAAM. LATI paid $11,102.60
for additional nights of shelter either at
hotels or campgrounds. LATI also paid
$1,490.53 for bus tickets for 12 guest to
return to their families outside of this
area. An additional $2,216.41 was spent
from LATI funds for gas cards, food
cards, phone and phone cards for guests.

DICKINSON COUNTY AREA

LATI continues to be operated by volun-
teers from the churches and the commu-
nity who are dedicated to the mission of
the organization. They have come up
with some creative ideas for being of ser-
vice, depending on the individual circum-
stances: Food bags, Personal care gift
bags, transportation, moving assistance,
resourcing for special needs. LATI has
adapted to the current challenges and
even though the circumstances change,
we continue to believe that safe, secure
housing is something everyone de-
serves. Our hope is to assist in making
Homelessness rare, brief and one-time
only. We are a Spirit driven organization
which maintains the dignity of all human
beings and respects the value and re-
sourcefulness and gifts of everyone with
whom we talk.

The history of our
Church

The next set of windows we will focus

on in this month’s Carillon are the The
Keys to the Kingdom Window and The
Missions Window.

The Keys to the Kingdom Window was
given as a memorial in honor of Emil
Tuomula.

In both the Old and New Testament,
keys symbolize power and authority. The
keys of the kingdom are referred to in
Matthew 16:19. “The meaning of this
verse has been a subject of debate for
centuries. Some say the keys represent
the authority to carry out church disci-
pline, legislation, and administration...
others say the keys give the authority to
announce the forgiveness of sins...still
others say the keys may be the opportu-
nity to bring people to the kingdom of
heaven by presenting them with the mes-
sage of salvation found in God’s Word.”
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The Missions Window was given as a
memorial in honor of Esther Anderson.

The scripture found on this window is found in
Matthew 28:19: Go ye therefore, and
teach all nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit...

These words were spoken to the disciples by
Jesus just after his tomb was found to be
empty.

In this window, three medallions can be seen
just below the bible, symbolizing the Trinity.
Above the bible is a symbol called globus cru-
ciger, which is representative of a cross on a
globe — Jesus Christ is the Savior of the world.

The Rest of the Story: Our Flood
Buckets from Lent

This week we spoke to Mary Bates, the
Disaster Response Coordinator for the
NALC. She wanted to tell our congrega-
tion: YOUR FLOOD BUCKETS ARE
GREATLY APPRECIATED! They all went
directly to Florida and aided in Hurricane
lan relief and some likely ended up on Pine
Island, which was only accessible by boat.
She encouraged us to check the Disaster
Response page for updates and how we can

Here is her latest update from the NALC’s
website:

October 18, 2022

Hurricane lan Relief

NALC Disaster Response has now sent 6
box trucks of flood buckets, health kits,
school kits, quilts, Bibles, shovels/rakes, and
baby care items/diapers. That is over 3,000
flood buckets, 6000 quilts, and so much
more.

Hurricane lan left a wide path of destruction
and pain and it is truly heartbreaking. No
matter how many times we see the after-
math of natural disasters, it is always gut-
wrenching to witness family homes reduced
to rubble, and to minister to the families of
the people who died in the hurricane.

Thank you for your prayers and support —
we have emptied the national warehouse
and the regional warehouses and need your
help to start re-stocking.

Please consider placing NALC Disaster Re-
sponse on your calendar for 2023 and
scheduling “Stuff the Trucks” — collecting
flood buckets and other emergency relief
supplies. You can also schedule a NALC
